Dar lene told us that  i t  would be ter r i fic to have 
boxes ful l  of cut  outs related to a season or  hol iday 
that  could be pul led out  and used when the season 
arr ived.  Many of their  chi ldren are there for  pro-
longed per iods and need new and di fferent  crafts to 
work on along the way. 

Of course, the chi ldren love the cars and hel icop-
ters and al l  the toys we make.  I tems with st r ings are 
not  al lowed because they pose a hazard to smal l  chi l -
dren.  I f you make pul l  toys leave the st r ings off.  The 
parents of the chi ldren can add the st r ings i f they 
want  or  the toys can be push toys. 

We have a big toy dr ive in November  and devote 
our  November  meet ing to the Toys Program but  the 
Chi ldren’s Hospital  uses toys al l  year  long.  Your  Toy 
Chairman, Bu zz K el l y , wi l l  make sure that  those 
seasonal i tems get  there ear ly i f you make them.
